MOVEO TEATRO is part of the creative axe of the umbrella organisation MOVEO.
Part of our activities is also focused on education and theatre training through our
school, the Escola Internacional de Mim Corporal Dramatic, first of its kind in Spain
where the students can find full-time professional training in corporal mime and
physical theatre. Sophie Kasser and Stephane Levy are both directors and teachers
in the school.

·     “Oskar”, a creation inspired by “The Tin Drum”, the famous novel from Gunter
Grass. Directed by Stephane Levy and Sophie Kasser, the show was presented at the
Institute of Theatre of Barcelona in March 2004.

·     “El Caso Mendoza”, a show inspired from American “Film Noir” from the 50’s and
60’s. Directed by Stephane Levy and Sophie Kasser, the show was presented at the
Institute of Theatre of Barcelona in June 2004.

·     “El Rey se Muere”, a free adaptation of “Exit The King” by Ionesco. Directed by
Stephane Levy and Sophie Kasser, the show was presented at “La Bobila” in June
2005.

MOVEO TEATRO was created by 3 ex-members of the Theatre de l’Ange Fou, Sophie
Kasser, Stephane Levy and Olivier Decriaud. The three of them have studied and
worked together for many years and have performed in England, Scotland, Italy,
Belgium, France, Israel and Spain.

The main objective of the company is to create shows using the human body as the
principal mean of expression. Taking the body as their main poetical instrument, the
company then reintegrates text, music and sets to create a complete theatre experience.

MOVEO TEATRO also stands for initiating movements and projects with other artists
using the richness of cultural diversity. We believe these encounters, these collaborations
with other creators is essential for the creation of contemporary theatre.
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Productions 2004 & 2005
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MOVEO TEATRO presents Marelle, a deconstructed tale of love, hope and lies. The story of a woman on
the edge, of her last night before she takes a decision that will change her life.
Three children, three friends, a pact they did and how much it will cost them to try to make it last; a woman
who does not want to stop playing.
As she keeps surf ing on the wor ld,  the waves become more and more dangerous. . .

Marelle is a devised piece, built from the corporal investigations of the company on the themes of fear
and desire, non-understanding and remembering, and a collage of French and Spanish texts (the show can
also be translated in French or English); a “suite” of scenes and tableaux reflecting the dreams and memories
of a woman caught between earth and heaven.
The company tells this beautiful story juggling between the tragic, the absurd, and the comic which builds
our human dramas.

Marelle was presented at the theatre “La Bobila” in Barcelona in May 2005 , at the Mostra d'Arts gestuals
i del Moviment in Esparreguera in September 2005 and at the Festival of  Poble Nou, Barcelona in October
2005.

Marelle  was also chosen to be part of the ODA, the official distribution circuit of the city of Barcelona

Olivier Décriaud
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Born in Geneva, Switzerland in 1977, Sophie took
dance and circus classes before being directed by
Anne Vaucher at the Théâtre du Crève-Coeur and
by Bénédict Gampert at the Conservatoire Populaire
of Geneva.
She studied Corporeal Mime with Steven Wasson
and Corinne Soum at the Ecole de Mime Corporel
Dramatique of London and was a member of the
company Théâtre de l'Ange Fou. From 1999 to
2003, Sophie helped create several shows,
performing internationally and throughout the UK.
At the same time, she followed a post-graduate
programme in teaching and directing, then started
teaching workshops in various European countries.

With Théâtre de l’Ange Fou, Sophie performed in:
Showcase 1997, The Fall of the House of Usher,
The Beauty and The Beast, In the Wars, Entangled
Lives (nominated for the ' Fringe First Award' at
the Edinburgh Fringe Festival 2001) and The
Government Inspector (nominated for the 'Stage
Award for Acting Excellence' and the 'Total Theatre
Award' – Edinburgh Fringe Festival 2002).
Sophie has taught corporal mime in various
European cities and recently performed at a
conference about 20th century theatre masters in
Belgium. She holds a Master in Arts Policy and
Management from the Birkbeck University of
London. Sophie is now teaching and directing at
the Escuela de Mimo Corporal de Barcelona as well
as performing in the company Moveo Teatro. She
co-founded both in 2004.

From 2004 to 2005 she co-directed the shows "El
Tambor de Hojalata”, “El Caso Mendoza” and a free
adaptation of Ionesco’s “Exit the King” (Theatre la
Bobila, Barcelona).

Olivier Décriaud was born in Port-Vila (ex New-
Hebrides) in 1972. After having studied French
literature in Lyon (France) and Greece, he trained
in corporeal mime with Ivan Bacciochi and Robert
Bennett in Paris, and at the Ecole de Mime Corporel
Dramatique in London with Steven Wasson and
Corinne Soum. He obtained his diploma in London
in 1997, then followed the post-graduate programme
specialised in teaching and directing.

Olivier was a member of the Théâtre de l’Ange Fou
under the direction of Corinne Soum and Steven
Wasson and performed in various shows, including
The Fall of the House of Usher, The Beauty and the
Beast, In the Wars and The Government Inspector.
Olivier also holds a BA in modern French Literature
and an MA in teaching French as a foreign language.
In 2004, he spent a year in Port-Said (Egypt) where
he taught theatre and French classes at the Alliance
Francaise.

In 2003, Olivier performed in “Exit The King”,
directed by Arianna d’Angio and acted in the short
movies “The Secret Life of Jane” and “Solo”. Beside
his work with Moveo, his current projects include
working with Antony Warrant in France, an upcoming
theatre writer for whom he performed at the Theatre
Petit Vélo of Clermont-Ferrant in January 2005.

Olivier likes dividing his time between acting, writing
and taking photos.



Mateu  has a wide experience in the context of
production and various areas related to theatre:
pre-production, executive production, stage
management, set design and lighting design.

During the festival Forum 2004 in Barcelona, he
was responsible for the organisation and application
of the schedule for more than 400 shows,
performances and events that took place over five
months.
He worked in the technical department of the
theatre Lliure and was the technical director and
road-manager for the artistic team of ‘Pel davant
i pel darrera’. He also worked on shows by Calixto
Bieito, Xavier Albertí, Dagoll-Dagom and for set
designers like Ion Berrondo.

Mateu worked actively in the creation and
production process of the show ‘Criatures’ by the
company T de Teatre, premiered in Buenos Aires,
performed in Madrid and Barcelona, and touring
throughout Spain. He was responsible for stage
management, props, then assistant to the building
of sets and chief LX during tours.

He now integrated the production team of the
theatre Lliure in Barcelona, while collaborating
with Moveo Teatro and keeping active in the
development of the platform Mechanics which he
co-founded.

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Born in France in 1971, Stéphane first completed
a BA in philosophy at the Université Paris X
(Nanterre). He then started his corporeal mime
training under the direction of Steven Wasson and
Corinne Soum, the last assistants of Etienne
Decroux.
From 1997 to 2000, he followed the post graduate
programme of the Ecole de Mime Corporel
Dramatique, specialized in teaching and directing.
Stephane studied voice with John Wilde, Anne-
Marie Speed and Pieter van Zyl. He then became
the assistant of S. Wasson and C. Soum, and
started teaching in the school.

From 1997 to 2002, he worked in the company
Théâtre de l’Ange Fou, performing and helping to
create several of their best-known shows: Memories
of the Unknown Ties, The Lost Angel, Passage des
Hommes sur la Terre, Entangled Lives (Nominated
for the 'Fringe First Award' - Edinburgh Fringe
Festival 2001), The Government Inspector
(Nominated for the 'Stage Award for Acting
Excellence' iand the 'Total Theatre Award' –
Edinburgh Fringe Festival 2002).

He came to Barcelona in January 2004 as a teacher
and director, invited by MeChAnIcS. In 2004 and
2005 he co-directs with Sophie Kasser "El Tambor
de Hojalata" a show based on Günter Grass’s novel,
“The Tin Drum”, and ‘El Cas Mendoza’ (Both show
were presented at the  l'Institut del Teatre en
Barcelona in April i June 2004) and a free adaptation
of Ionesco’s “Exit the King”. Since October 2004,
Stephane is one of the artistic directors of the
Escola Internacional de Mim Corporal de Barcelona,
co-director of Moveo Teatro and teaches corporeal
mime at the Institut del Teatre in Barcelona.
